Skills and Techniques 

              How can sculptures inspire meaning and feeling for different people and what is the effect when they are in a public place?   

Figure-a drawing of the human form in any of its 
various shapes and postures using any of the 
drawing media.  

 

 

Perspective– regarding the proportions of the 

body.  

 

 

Horizon- a horizontal line that runs across the 
paper or canvas to represent the viewer's eye 
level, or delineate where the sky meets the 
ground.   

 

Sculpture-the art of making two- or three-
dimensional representative or abstract forms, 
especially by carving stone or wood or by 
casting metal or plaster.  

 

Form-the shape and structure of something, 

forms are three dimensional and they have 

length, width and depth.  

 

      
Iron-a strong, hard magnetic silvery-grey 
metal, much used as a material for con-
struction and manufacturing, especially in 
the form of steel.
