Primary colours-are red, yellow and blue. They cannot be
made by mixing other colours together. The primary col-
ours sit equal distances apart on the colour wheel. All oth-
er colours can be mixed from red, yellow and blue.

Self portrait-is a picture of the artist drawing it. They are
also a way of documenting how we see ourselves, and how
we want others to perceive us. For some it's all about
experimentation and trying new things.

Andy Warhole- born Andrew Warhola in 1928 in
Pennsylvania. His parents were from a part of Eu-
rope that is how part of Slovakia. They moved to
New York in the 1920s. His first job was illustrat-
ing adverts in fashion magazines. Now is he
known as one of the most influential artists who
ever lived!

Pop Art-Pop art is a style of art based on simple,
bold images of everyday items, such as soup cans,
painted in bright colours. They were called pop art-
ists because they made art about 'popular' things
like TV, celebrities, fast food, pop music and car-
toons.
